Board approves
balanced budget, but
funding gaps remain

The board approved a budger for
2003-04 totalling $912 million
(including capital costs). Each year, the
board grows by about 5,000 students.
Funding for special education has
increased by $5.5 million—about seven

per Cent.

Although this budger is balanced, it does
not address all of the essential priorities
for the board. The greatest areas of
government under-funding include:

* Staff salary gap $27 million
* Transportation %4 million
* School renewal $250-300 million

* School operations  $5-6 million

Nine new schools and five permanent
additions have added 7,250 places for
Peel students to learn, grow and succeed
in 2003-04. This is the highest number
of student places ever delivered by the
board in a single year. The following
schools opened in 2003 — Edenbrook
Hill, Harold M. Brathwaite Secondary,
MeCrimmeon Middle, Mountain Ash,
Osprey Woods, Ruth Thompson
Middle, Queen Streer and Springdale.

In 2002-03, the board opened seven new
schools and six permanent additions. The
2004-05 school vear will see five new
schools — including another secondary —
and five permanent addirtions.

The Peel board has approved a capiral
building plan to open 26 new schools in
the next five years.
