Partners in student success


Families can support students by:
· understanding that you have a key role in the development of your children – for example, talk things through with your children, listen to what they are saying and answer their questions.
· supporting your children at home in reading and writing – for example, care deeply about your children, watching their progress and offering praise, help and support when it is needed.

· helping children to get the supports    they need for growth in literacy and numeracy – for example, give children support and encouragement. Don’t expect that children will get everything right the first time around.

· 
showing children how the curriculum relates to life beyond school – for example, share with them what you do at work, or take them to your workplace.

· networking with other families to share effective family and parenting practices that work in terms of fostering student success.
· building working relationships with teachers – foster lines of open communication.

· engaging with schools in activities that support student success – for example, be a part of the School Council or attend school functions.
